A notice of marriage is
valid for twelve months. It is necessary to make
an appointment at Rotherham Register Office,

if this is the district in which you live.

Rothernam Register Office is situated at Bailey
House, Rawmarsh Road, Rotherham. Telephone
(01709) 823542,

When you visit the Register Office to give notice
of marriage you will need to:

1. provide the necessary documents
2. pay the appropriate fee.

You will have to make a further visit to the Doncaster
Register Office to pay the attendance fees for the
Superintendent Registrar and Registrar, and to discuss
the format of your ceremony.

A ceremony of marriage conducted by a
Superintendent Registrar at an approved premises
cannot, by law, contain any religious aspects.

Rights of copyright for music, readings etc. permitted
at the ceremony are a matter for the couple.
